Additional Information / Reminders: 

• PE: Outdoor/ Indoor PE kit will be required in school all week. Please bring it in a clearly 

labelled bag every Monday, where it can remain in school until Friday. Children are 

not allowed to wear earrings, so please ensure these are removed or that your child 

can take them out themselves. 

• Reading Books: These should be taken home and brought back to school each day. 

The children will be given home-reading books as a weekly homework task. Reading 

record books will be checked on a Thursday.  

• Homework: Along with reading, children will also receive 5 spelling words a week 

taken from the National Curriculum word list. Please can 3 attempts at practicing 

these spellings be completed in their spelling record books. Children will also have a 

Timetable worksheet to complete weekly. This can be completed on the worksheet 

provided or via completing 10 minutes practicing on TT ROCKSTARS . Please can all 

homework be returned to school on a Thursday. New homework will be set on a 

Friday.  

• Names on Uniform: To help keep track of the children’s school uniforms, please 

ensure names are clearly written on the labels of their clothes, particularly jumpers, 

cardigans, and coats. 

Remember that regular updates will be posted on class dojo but if you have any queries during 
the term, please don’t hesitate to get in touch via dojo or at drop off/collection. I am looking 
forward to working with you this year and assisting in your child’s learning journey.
